leader. 

• Acceptance in a college, university or trade school. Acceptance letter must be 

presented to committee by recipient of award. Any major. 

• Two letters of reference from teachers, guidance counselor, employer, or mentor. 

• Essay of 300 words or less on “What St. John’s Music Ministry has meant to me.” 

Must be typed and double-spaced. 

• Completed application form. 

• All applications along with letters verifying being registered parishioners and 

participating in music ministry, letters of reference and completed essays need to 

be submitted to St. John’s office by March 10, 2020.
